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Relevance of the topic chosen substantiates the significance of the contribution of the United
States and the European Union in global trade. given the fact that transatlantic trade and investment
are the backbone of the world economy. Based on the reports of the WTO, the Global Competitiveness
Report, on statistics of Euro statistical news release and others, together, the European Union (EU) and
the United States account for nearly half of world GDP and 30 percent of world trade. Each day, goods
and services worth $2.7 billion/€2.0 billion are traded bilaterally, promoting economic growth and
supporting millions of jobs in both economies. In addition, the United States and the EU have directly
invested more than $3.7 trillion/€2.8 trillion on both sides of the Atlantic.
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The purpose of this article is to explore new facets and aspects of commercial relations between
the U.S. and the EU to consider the establishment of new economic relations, based on the
international experience of other countries [1]. We would like to mention the fact that the EU, winner
of the 2012 Nobel Peace Prize, is represented in the United States by the Delegation of the European
Union in Washington, DC.

As is know, trade agreements between two or more countries can be known as cither a Free
Trade Agreement (FTA), Closer Economic Partnership (CEP), or Strategic Economic Partnership
(SEP). The names reflect the preferred terminology of different countries. Therefore, trade agreements
among US and EU can make international trade easier and more efficient by improving access for
exporters and investors to other countries’ markets, reducing any barriers to trade, and ensuring
existing access is maintained. Trade agreements establish a set of rules [2]. They make participating
countries’ regulators and officials work more closely together to create a secure trading relationship.
The negotiating process itself brings trading relationships into sharper focus, boosting the visibility
and desirability of a market to partner countries’ businesses and investors. Consequently, in close
coordination with the Embassies and Consulates of the 28 EU Member States throughout the US, the
Delegation actively promotes EU interests and policies and undertakes a variety of outreach programs.

The USA remained the EU's largest trading partner for both goods and services in 2013.
However, there has been a steady decline in the share of the USA in total EU28 international trade in
goods over the last decade. While in 2002, the USA accounted for 28% of total EU28 exports and 20%
of imports, by 2013 these shares had fallen to 17% and 12% respectively (Fig.1).

After a significant decrease in 2009, the value of EU2S trade in goods with the United States of
America recovered in the following years to reach a peak value for exports of 293 billion euro in 2012,
which then fell to 288 bn. in 2013. Imports also recovered to a peak value of 206 bn. in 2012, and then
fell to 196 bn. in 2013. The EU28 trade surplus with the United States of America has increased since
2009, as exports rose more strongly than imports. In 2013, the EU28 had a trade surplus of 92 bn. with
the United States of America, up slightly from 86 bn. in 2012. On the occasion, of the European Union
- United States of America summit, which will take place on 26 March in Brussels, Eurostat, the
statistical office of the European Union, issues data on trade and investments between the United
States of America and the European Union [3].

Based on the statistical data, the author argues that today Germany and the United Kingdom
largest European Union traders with the United States of America. Among the EU28 Member States,
Germany (89 bn. euro or 31% of EU exports of goods) remained in 2013 by far the largest exporter to
the USA, followed by the United Kingdom (44 bn. or 15%), France and Italy (both 27 bn. or 9%),
Ireland and Belgium (both 18 bn. or 6%) and the Netherlands (17 bn. or 6%). Germany (37 bn. or 19%
of EU imports of goods) remained also the largest importer in 2013, followed by the United Kingdom
(35 bn. or 18%), the Netherlands (29 bn. or 15%), France (27 bn. or 14%) and Belgium (24 bn. or
12%).

Most Member States recorded a surplus in trade with the USA in 2013. Germany (+52 bn. euro)
continued to have the largest surplus, followed by Italy (+15 bn.), Ireland (+13 bn.) and the United
Kingdom (+9 bn.). The largest deficits were observed in the Netherlands (-12 bn.) and Belgium (-6
bn.) [4].

EU28 trade with the USA is dominated by manufactured goods, which accounted for 86% of
exports and for 79% of imports in 2013 (Tab.1).

USA and UE are proud of this immensely successful economic relationship. At the same time,
the analytics believe that we can do more to strengthen the contribution of trade and investment to
fostering jobs, growth, and competitiveness in both economies. Also, both exports and imports of
services between the EU28 and the USA increased significantly between 2010 and 2012. In 2012, the
EU28 exported 164.8 billion euro of services to the USA, while imports amounted to 150.9 bn.
meaning that the EU28 had a surplus of 14.0 bn. in trade in services with the USA, compared with a
surplus of 2.9 bn. in 2010 and of 6.9 bn. in 2011. The surplus in 2012 was mainly due to surpluses in
transportation (+10.7 bn.), financial services (+8.6 bn.), insurance services (+7.2 bn.) and computer &
information services (+2.7 bn.), partially offset by deficits in royalties and license fees (-9.0 bn.), other
business services (-2.7 bn.) and communication services (-1.0 bn.). The USA is still by far the EU28's
largest partner, accounting for 25% of EU28 exports of services and 30% of imports.

At the same time, the author believes that more can be done to strengthen the contribution of
trade and investment in strengthening jobs, growth and competitiveness in the economy of both
countries. The global trade and investment landscape has changed significantly in recent years, it have
seen the emergence of new patterns of production, based on more complex cross-border supply chains.
Also, it have also seen new forms of anticompetitive policy and behavior. The latter include, but are
not limited to, subsidies and other privileges granted to state-owned enterprises, export restrictions on
raw materials, localization requirements, and other developments on which the EU and the United
States have similar concerns and which the two sides are prepared to address both bilaterally and
multilaterally. Bilateral agreement in these areas could strengthen the rules-based multilateral trading
system and enhance the market access and regulatory commitments of a transatlantic agreement.

The author shares commitment to further strengthen transatlantic economic partnership that
prompted U.S. and EU leaders developing policies and measures to increase trade between the U.S.
and the EU and investments to support mutually beneficial job creation, economic growth and
international competitiveness. These included, but were not limited to, the following:

—Elimination or reduction of conventional barriers to trade in goods, such as tariffs and tarift-

rate quotas;

—Elimination, reduction, or prevention of barriers to trade in goods, services, and investment;

—Enhanced compatibility of regulations and standards;

—Necessary to consider and develop further strategies of developing partnerships for the
exchange of goods and services on mutually beneficial terms;

—Must apply through disciplines on regulatory coherence and transparency for the development
and implementation of efficient, cost-effective, and more compatible regulations for goods and
services, including early consultations on significant regulations, use of impact assessments,
periodic review of existing regulatory measures, and application of good regulatory practices;

—Elimination, reduction, or prevention of unnecessary “behind the border” non-tarift barriers to
trade in all categories;
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—Enhanced cooperation for the development of rules and principles on global issues of common
concern and also for the achievement of shared global economic goals.
